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imposing stringent quality checks such as FMEA, despite contribution made by sales of products 
from Gifu Plant (approximately 9,000 million yen).

With regard to the impact on results, although there were some negative impacts on sales due to 
restraint on examinations, delays in surgeries, restrictions on business activities, and delays in the 
supply of materials for certain products from suppliers in the United States, there were also positive 
aspects such as increase in sales of products related to COVID-19. As such, there has been no 
significant impact on results to date.
